Kamp Kiwanis is located on 185 acres of 
natural area in the lower foothills of the Canadian Rockies, 25km west of Calgary, Alberta, 
Canada. Kamp Kiwanis is owned and operated by The Kiwanis Club of Calgary (Downtown). 
Since 1951, children have being attending the camp, 100% subsidized, including transportation.

This is a seasonal position in an outdoor setting where you will live in cabins on-site from June

camping trips and general supervision and problem solving
